There is plenty to keep you busy when you have had enough of soaking up the sun on St. Kitts beautiful and unspoiled beaches.

Many people come to the Caribbean for sun, sand and sea.  Well, we can do that as well as anyone.  Just look at the magnificent three-mile sweep of Pinney’s Beach with its golden coral sand, or the beaches around Frigate Bay, where only a few hundred yards of land separate the wind-driven Atlantic rollers from the placid Caribbean.  Virtually all the best beaches are situated in the southern part of the island, in the Frigate Bay area and on the rugged and developed south-end peninsula.  And that, naturally, is where most of the beach action is!

Snorkeling should be a part of your St. Kitts adventure.  The snorkeling in St. Kitts gets rave reviews from novices and veterans and the island is regarded by scuba connoisseurs as a hidden treasure.  More than 400 ships sand here between 1493 and 1825, but only a dozen or so have been identified to date.  The Caribbean side of the island is well protected and visibility off the shores is usually 60 to 100 foot range.  There are opportunities for divers of all levels of experience and most dive locations are within an easy boat trip from the shore.

What about the action above the water and on the beach?  Here again, there is plenty to keep you busy, from the excitement of deep-sea fishing to a romantic moonlight cruise on an ocean-going catamaran.  If you prefer to paddle your own canoe, another intriguing option is a kayak tour along the south-east coast.  The pace is reasonably gently, the kayaks are self-bailing, and the wildlife you will see and hear is exceptional.
